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Study Time Suggestions for this series —

These lessons are designed for you to use in the way that best fits your own schedule and preferences. Whether you schedule
a regular and predictable hour each week as your study time or you prefer to have shorter and more spontaneous times to do
the lesson is entirely up to you. The important goal is that week by week you find time to focus and concentrate on God’s Word
and your relationship with The One Who loves you and longs for you to spend time with Him through the study of the Bible. If
at all possible, find a quiet and uninterrupted time and place to meet with JESUS.

PREPARE - As you begin your study time, it is always wise to quiet your heart and mind — to be still. Put aside the details and
distractions of your life, so that you can begin to focus on the God who loves you. This is an important time for some praise,
perhaps words of confession, and opening your heart and mind to God'’s Spirit.

PERUSE - Read this Scripture verses several times and in different translations. It will introduce the topic of the lesson and
help you to grasp its importance. It will give you some information that will help you as you read the various proverbs.

PONDER - As you read the proverbs, jot down the main idea or thought which comes to you. Mark the ones that particularly
catch your attention. Then spend time thinking about the questions which are provided for you in the study guide. The Holy
Spirit will teach you and will guide your thoughts and give you understanding that will be personalized — just for you! You will
remember the ideas longer if you read quietly and out loud, write down your thoughts, questions, and insights, and then talk
about them with other people.

PRAY - Take time to listen to the still small voice of Jesus, the One who knows you completely, loves you unconditionally, and
Who rejoices when you choose to spend in His presence. Listen for the truth that He wants to plant deep in your heart and
mind so that you can live skillfully and wisely in this world with His joy.

These study guides have been designed to assist you in the “Three R’s “of your own Bible study -
reading, receiving, and responding. You are welcome to print out the whole series. If you wish to print out
only one lesson at a time, choose that option from your printer.

THEME - The beginning & end of wisdom is to fear God and avoid evil.

What is a proverb?
The Hebrew word is “mashal” — which means “comparison”
Webster's Dictionary — “A short, pithy saying in frequent use, expressing a well-known truth.”
Bible Dictionary — “A self-contained unit that presents a capsule truth about life, the world, the way
God works.”
Other definitions — “A shrewd concentration of truth.” “Reliable counsel for right living.”
Synonyms - Adage, aphorism, axiom, maxim, precept, saying

Who wrote the book of PROVERBS?
The Egyptians had proverbs as early as 2700 B.C.
Solomon wrote almost all of the book — over 900 proverbs. 950 B.C.
King Hezekiah’s scribes wrote the proverbs in Chapters 25 — 29

Agur and Lemuel wrote the last 2 chapters. The book was probably edited between 715 — 686 B.C.

Guidelines for studying the wisdom literature in the book of PROVERBS —
1. They are memorable & transferable — through the ages for all ages
2. They are generalizations, not promises or predictions.
3. They are not legally binding promises from God.
4. They are the likely outcome of our choices, not a guarantee.
5. Their final outcome maybe in eternity.
6. They are a guideline of regularly repeated actions
7. They use hyperbole — a deliberate exaggeration in order to make a point
8. No individual proverb should be taken as whole truth on any subject.
9. They provide insight on the consequences that certain choices will bring.
10. They reveal God’s design for human relationships
Be careful not to misuse a proverb!

Purposes for the PROVERBS:

Incentive to take God seriously — “to fear God”

Create a desire for wisdom, understanding and discipline

Help differentiate between good & evil, between wisdom & foolishness

Give us truths that shape our thinking, attitudes, and behavior

Perspective on God's character and nature as revealed through His design for right
relationships and personal integrity.

The Place to Begin - Lesson 1

“The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom,
and knowledge of the Holy One is understanding.” Proverbs 9:10

While it may be true wise individuals do not describe themselves as having wisdom; it is also true those who are wise have not
become that way without purposefully seeking God and searching for the truth which can be found only in Him and in His Word.
The central theme of the Book of Proverbs is “the fear of the Lord”. Job, in the middle of His great pain and troubles
understood this relationship — “Behold, the fear of the Lord, that is wisdom, and to depart from evil is understanding.” (Job
28:28) Perhaps the question we should be asking ourselves when we get advice, confide in a friend or choose a leader is not
“who is wise” but “who fears the Lord”. How is your “fear factor” these days?

PREPARE - As you begin this study about what it means to “fear the Lord”, take time to ask yourself if this is a desire of your
heart and talk to the Lord about it. He wants to help you focus on Him alone as you share this time together.

PERUSE - Proverbs 1 and 2 — Use both a literal translation and a modern paraphrase if possible.
As you re-read these chapters notice the emphasis on wisdom and the part fearing the Lord has in it.

PONDER - "THE FEAR OF THE LORD"” - What is it? Where does it come from? What are the results?
Learn all you can about it just from reading Proverbs. No commentaries or helps at this point!

Do You Understand? - Lesson 2

“Blessed is the man who finds wisdom, the man who gains understanding,
for she is more profitable than silver and yields better returns than gold.”
Proverbs 3: 13- 14

Do you find “the older you get the less you know"”? It probably is not a totally accurate statement, but sometimes with age
comes the realization there is so much more that we do not know that the percentage of what we do know seems to be
decreasing. However, the correlation of knowledge to understanding may be quite limited. ~Understanding, seeing all of life
from God's perspective, comes directly from Him and through His Word to us. Proverbs gives us many clues for finding “the
treasure of understanding”. Are you ready to begin the “treasure hunt”?

PREPARE — As you begin this study, give yourself some time to focus on the Lord. The Holy Spirit has been given to you to
guide you into all truth and to comfort, encourage, and strengthen you in your faith and understanding.
What would you like Him to do in your heart and mind as you study today?

PERUSE - Proverbs 3
PONDER - "UNDERSTANDING" - What is it? How is it different from wisdom, discernment, knowledge, insight?

What kind of understanding does God want us to have? What characterizes someone with understanding?
Learn all you can from reading the Book of Proverbs — no commentaries or helps at this point.

You might want
to use the same method you used in Lesson 1 to help you remember what God is teaching you about looking at life from
His perspective — “UNDERSTANDING.”

PRAY
You have the opportunity now to listen to the Lord in quietness. He will speak to you and then you can respond. In any areas
of confusion, doubt, or uncertainty you may be experiencing, admit them and let the Lord bring to your mind and heart a
measure of understanding. He wants you to know that in Christ are “all the treasures of wisdom and understanding”.
Meditate on Col. 2: 2-3 as you wait quietly before Him.

Don’t Go It Alone - Lesson 3

“In all your ways acknowledge Him, and He will make your paths straight.
Trust in the Lord with all your heart and lean not on your own understanding.”
Proverbs 3:5-6

From the beginning God never intended anyone should live life in isolation. Yet, we all find ourselves choosing to close
ourselves off from others and from God Himself from time to time. Our need for independence and our desire for freedom to
do things our own way can easily move us into “aloneness”. Certainly, there may be people surrounding us, but the question is
whether we are in relationship with some of those people so we are receiving the benefit of their insights and counsel, their
love and encouragement, their wisdom and advice. Giving certain people permission, both through word and attitude, to be
forthright and honest with us is a healthy way to live and a Godly thing to do. Proverbs offers to us some great reasons to live
with open ears.

PREPARE - As you begin this study, take some time to think about whether you are as eager to “receive advice” as you are to
“give advice”. When you need encouragement, counsel, wisdom, to whom do you turn? Are you willing to admit
to anyone your weaknesses and your doubts, your struggles and your questions - the ones you would rather deny
or hide? God knows it all and you can always be honest with Him, but would He like you to learn something
about your need to trust another person? Why not start by inviting the Holy Spirit to teach you?

PERUSE - Proverbs 3: 1 —8 What are the reasons for knowing and doing life the way that God designed it to be?

PONDER - Learn all you can from these proverbs about the benefit of getting counsel, correction and advice.
Jot down your observations as you read the verses in each of the categories.

Take some time to wait quietly before the Lord. Why don't you take the proverbs you chose in question 1 and use them as
a basis for talking with the Lord about your ability to receive correction and advice and to be open and honest with
the people that God brings into your life?

The Many Faces of Pride - Lesson 4

“Before his downfall a man’s heart is proud, but humility comes before honor.”
Proverbs 18: 12

How often does pride get in your way? If you're like most people, it happens all the time, but we often do not recognize it
because it has such clever disguises. Sometimes it keeps us from admitting our need for God or for help. At other times it
causes us to make poor choices or to focus on the inequities of life. Often it affects our relationships with other people. Isn't it
interesting pride can be the cause of both a very low self-esteem and an unrealistically high view of one’s own importance? It
even creeps subtly into the desire for humility. Remember the old title, “"Humility and How I Achieved It"? Are you ready to
take a journey into Scripture to see what can be learned about these two totally opposite character traits?

PREPARE - Take a long, quiet look at Psalm 139: 1 — 16 and talk to the Lord about your importance to Him.
Then share with the Lord your desires to understand more about yourself and the places where pride shows up in
your attitudes and actions.

PERUSE - Philippians 2: 3 — 11 — In what ways does this picture of Jesus help you understand both the concept of pride and
of humility?

PONDER - As you begin to study this theme in Proverbs, take some time to put into writing some definitions of the
following synonyms.

The Gift of Friendship — Lesson 5

“Perfume and incense bring joy to the heart,
and the pleasantness of one’s friend springs from his earnest counsel.” Proverbs 27:9

Wouldn't you think making friends would be a natural and easy thing for all of us to do? After all, we're created to have
relationships with one another and we're designed to find enjoyment and pleasure in the company of other people. Yet, it
seems we all need help in this area and bookstores are full of resources to assist us in our search for friendship that is genuine
and lasting. While these books may be helpful, the insight Scripture gives us is probably the most challenging that exists
because we are instructed to love as Christ has loved us. The wonderful thing is He did not leave us to do this by ourselves,
but He gave to us the Holy Spirit to empower us to become the kind of person He desires us to be.

PREPARE - Isn't it amazing that Jesus called his disciples “his friends"? What is even more surprising is He wants to be your
friend and mine. Little children in Sunday School often learn the following song:
"My best friend is Jesus. He loves you. He loves me.
"My best friend is Jesus. He loves you and me.”
Talk with your friend, Jesus, give thanks and tell Him what you most appreciate about His friendship with you.

PERUSE - John 15: 9 - 17
What kind of example and explanation does Jesus give to His disciples concerning friendship in these final minutes
with them before His arrest and crucifixion?

PONDER - The Book of Proverbs has many insights and instructions for friendships and relationships.
Write down your observations as you read these proverbs. Note the contrast or comparison.

Maybe it will be a simple letter to a friend,
expressing appreciation for that friendship or a letter of apology for something you did to disappoint a friend. Perhaps it
will be a psalm or poem in praise of friends.

PRAY - How is your friendship deepening/growing with the Lord? Tell Him the desires of your heart and listen to Him express
His love, acceptance, understanding and care for you.

“Truth or Consequences” - Lesson 6
“An honest answer is like a kiss on the lips.”  Proverbs 24: 26

So, is there such a thing as a “little white lie"? Is there ever an occasion when it is better to lie than tell the truth? How do you
feel about exaggeration and understatement? Sometimes an honest answer can feel more like an injury than a delight, so
what does this proverb mean? Why is it that we are so easily tempted to avoid truth, to deny reality, and to “protect” ourselves
by believing the things that we want to believe rather than truth? This might be a good time to give these questions some
thought as we come to the wisdom that is in the Bible. To love what God is and to love what he loves is a quest that is worth a
great deal of time and energy. Do you agree?

PREPARE — Don't you love the word, the idea of “integrity”? It represents someone who can be trusted, who is genuine, who
is the same at church, at home, and at work, and who values truth and honesty totally. As you come to this study
today, ask the Lord to teach you something that you need to know about yourself.

PERUSE - Luke 22: 54 — 62 - One example of consequences. Can you think of any other examples in Scripture?

PONDER - A lying tongue and a false witness, an honest answer and a truthful reply — give them some thought
as you read the following verses in Proverbs. Highlight a few that you find especially thought provoking.

The offices of counselors, therapists, and pastors are full of people
who desperately need to hear the truth about themselves, the world we live in, and the God who forgives and accepts
them. It's very hard to tell the truth when you do not know it, isn't it? How do you go about learning truth and making
it a part of your life?

4. Do you ever rationalize your behavior? That means “to devise self-satisfying but incorrect (dishonest) reasons for
something you have done or said or thought. In light of these verses, how do you think God looks at this?

5. Summarize your impressions from this lesson in a way that will help you remember them day by day.

PRAY — Take some time to listen to the quiet voice of Jesus as He comes to you with love and truth. He wants you to simply
sit with Him and admit what He already knows — the truth that is in your mind and heart, so He can comfort and
reassure you and help you to know that “the truth will make you free”.

“Let the Words of My Mouth” - Lesson 8

“The tongue of the righteous is choice silver,
But the heart of the wicked is of little value.” Proverbs 10: 20

The contrast between the words of one who is righteous, upright, or wise in heart and the one who is foolish, wicked, or
perverse is very vivid in the book of Proverbs. When you put more than 40 of these wise sayings all together, you can begin to
understand that what is in the heart of a person is clearly seen through his speech. Listen to someone long enough and you
will know what kind of a person he/she really is. Those who ignore God and go their own independent way will have the
speech of the godless person; while those who seek God will have their heart transformed so their speech will increasing reflect
the character of The One they worship.

PREPARE - Begin your time with this prayer from Psalm 19:14:
“Let the words of my mouth and the meditation of my heart be acceptable in your sight, O Lord,
my strength and my Redeemer.”
Have you experienced God as your redeemer and your strength in any conversations or comments this past
week? Why or why not?

PERUSE - Read Matthew 12: 33 — 37 as you come to the Word of God today. Why not talk to Jesus about what He had to
say in these verses as you begin your study today.

PONDER - As you study these proverbs make two lists. The first will be the characteristics or results of the words
of the upright. The second list will be the characteristics or results of the words of the wicked.

The Right Thing To Do - Lesson 9

“To do what is right and just is more acceptable to the LORD than sacrifice.”
Proverbs 21: 3

The choices you make in life make all the difference, don't they? Teaching children how to make wise choices, to consider the
consequences of our choices, and to look at the long range impact is perhaps one of the greatest challenges of parenting.
Perhaps what we model for others in the choices that we make for ourselves continues to be one of life’s greatest opportunities!

PERUSE — Galatians 5: 22 — 26
The work of the Holy Spirit is to produce ™ fruit” in our lives which we could never do on our own. As you come
to the proverbs for today, remind yourself that He is within you to enable you to reflect your Savior each day.
